PHOTOCOPY SERVICE

You may photocopy library materials within the

limitations of copyright law. The cost is 10

yen/sheet.

Remember, photocopying is limited by the Copyright
Law of Japan as follows:

1. Only library materials can be copied.

2. Single copies of sections of copyrighted books can
be made up to a maximum of 50% of the copy-
righted material. '

3. An article in a periodical/newspaper (serial pub-
lication) can be copied from back issues.

4. Copies can be made for non-commercial research
or private study.

5. Making multiple copies and re-photocopying should
be avoided.

INTER-LIBRARY LOAN (ILL)

You may request on-line to borrow materials
not held in the university or to get copies
from other libraries. Postage and copying
charges are to be paid by the user.
